Webinar Series focused on Workforce Opportunity for 

Rural Communities Grants 
 
Webinar series will include eligibility and application information for the Workforce 
Opportunity for Rural Communities program, available in the Northern Border region for the 
first time.  
 

The Northern Border Regional Commission (NBRC) is excited to announce a series of webinar 
information sessions hosted by both the U.S. Department of Labor (DoL), and the NBRC, in 
collaboration with its technical assistance provider, Chamberlin/Dunn. The webinars will provide 
program details in support of the Workforce Opportunity for Rural Communities (WORC) program, for 
which program materials are now available online. The program supports initiatives directed at 
workforce development partnerships in support of local and regional workforces’ employment and 
training needs, while also recognizing the need to expand access to supportive services.
